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INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION

| attended the Kiwanis International Convention in Orlando, Florida, on June 24, 25, and 26. This was a very well done event and
it was both interesting and useful. The focus of the convention was on leadership. Leadership is important at all levels of the or-
ganization if Kiwanis is to achieve its goal of one million members by 2015. We are now at about 260,000 adult members and
about 240,000 Key and Circle K Club members. Apparently they don’t count Builders Clubbers or K-Kids Clubs in this membership
count. | was impressed with the caliber of the top level people including the current Kiwanis President, Dave Curry from Butte, MT,
and also Rob Parker, the CEO of Kiwanis International. There were many other impressive people speaking at general business
sessions or leading workshops that were aimed at helping us run our local clubs better.

The other benefit of attending an International Convention, as well as District Conventions, is that you get to meet a lot of people
who are in leadership positions in their clubs. Usually the conversation quickly gets to “How are things going in your club?” “How
do you raise money in your club?” etc. This might be just a ten-minute conversation while riding the shuttle bus from the conven-
tion center to your hotel, but it is enough time to pick up some useful ideas. One idea that came out of one of the workshops that
| thought was very good had to do with how to initiate new members. The punch line was to not just give them orientation
(educating them about Kiwanis and what it does), but also to interview them. Find out what their interests are and also their tal-
ents. Then steer them into positions in the club that will fit those interests and those talents. Use new member’s talents, not just
their time.

Kiwanis International is promising us more help from a marketing point of view. They have filled a new position, Chief Marketing
Officer, with Carolyn Mosby-Williams. She has been on the job only four months, but she is working on narrowing the focus of
Kiwanis and providing better marketing material for our use.

One other message that came out of the conference is for clubs to make better use of the Kiwanis website. This is not new, Di-
anne has been suggesting this for the past couple years, but what is new is that Kiwanis International is putting more effort into
improving the website and making it more useful.

In summary, it was a useful way to spend three days and we should continue to have our incoming president attend. In 2009 the
convention is in Nashville, in 2010 it is in Las Vegas, and in 2011 it is somewhere in Europe (I'm not sure where but | think in Bel-
gium). So if you are looking for an excuse to go to Las Vegas or Europe, get in line for the club president position. Sorry, Nashville
is already taken by Todd.
