The meeting was called to order at 7:35 A.M.  The minutes of the July meeting were approved.   

The Treasurerõs and Project reports for July were accepted as presented. 

New Business and Continuing Projects 

1.  Wilshire Park Project - Lona Gouland spoke, indicating they needed help with the courtyard project.  The K -kids were suggested as 
a source of help.  They need $10,000; they already have $5,000.  They need about $250 for a temperature monitor.  Kiwanis will give 
$500 to pay for the temperature monitor and provide additional funds, with the understanding that a plaque would be placed to  ac-

knowledge our gift.  

2.  There were three attendees at the District Convention: John & Mary Dierbeck and Dale Gunderson. 

3.  We will contribute $275 to sponsor one couple (through Community Services), a veteran and spouse to a retreat at Ironwood  

Springs Sept. 19 - 21, 2008. 

4.  This year, we will give to Hospitality House òChristmas with Dignityó rather than Toys for Tots. 

5.  There will be a  memorial service for Maury Ruch at 11:45 A.M., Aug. 14, at St. Benedictine. 

Discussion 

1.  Village Fest - 475 books were swapped at the book -swap. 

     The parade was very well received by S.A. Blvd. residents and attendees. 

     The tennis ball roll off went well.  $2,550 sales less $800 in prizes with $100 prize money refunded. 

     The pancake breakfast went well with attendance down at a little less than 500 . 

     The root beer stand made $145.50 less costs.  The medallion hunt was a success. 

     The food stand took in $835.50 less costs of about $448 for about $387 profit. 

     The monthly newsletter had major coverage of the VillageFest.
