It was another great Convention in Nashville with 5,000 Kiwanians 
from around the world in attendance.  That was up 20% from a 
year ago.  There was much enthusiasm as always and even more 
from our District since Stewart was running.  John and I spent 8 
hours on Thursday and 4 hours on Friday getting everyone into 
our signature lime green òKazoo for Stewó T-shirts.   We made quite 
an impression at the election hall.  Many other Region 7 attendees 
handed out Kazooõs, buttons and brochures at convention hotels 
and the Convention Center.  Of course Stewart was well prepared 
and flawless in his deliveries of speeches over the course of Thurs-

day and Friday. 

One initiative I thought especially good, is called the òSimplified 
Concept 3-2-1ó Instead of focusing on meetings, the idea is to 
spend 3 hours per month in service, 2 hours a month in social, and 
1 hour a month in meetings.  At least the idea of focusing on ser-
vice #1 is a worth goal.  This concept is something I will bring to 

the Board for discussion. 

Here is a quick rundown of the amendments: 

No. 1  Club may choose which fund to pay insurance premiums.  

Passed 96% 

No. 2  Freeze tiered dues levels in qualifying countries.  Passed 95% 

No. 3  Common billing date of October 1 for all clubs starting 2010.  

Passed 97% 

No. 4  Eliminate the magazine exemption for spouses.  Failed 61% 

For other election results go to www.kiwanis.org.  Our new Inter-

national President will be Paul Palazzolo from Springfield, IL. 

Next years convention will be in Las Vegas  where a new global 
focus to replace IDD will be announced.  2011 convention will be 

in Geneva, Switzerland!

The meeting was called to order at 7:15 A.M.  The minutes of the May 5, meeting were reviewed and approved.   

Treasurerõs Report.  Paul Redlinger reviewed the March treasurerõs report, which was approved.  Motion made to order a new banner for $75 and retire a couple of the 

old banners to storage. 

  Community Service Report.  Rose reported that we are all set to support the Special Olympics event on June 18 and 20.  She will be getting T-shirts.

Dave will send out invitations to the six churches, inviting representatives to attend our June 24 meeting.
