For the current year we have an operating budget for the Service 

Account of $21,450 of which we have spent $13,061.75 leaving 

us with $8,388.25.  The past month we provided two scholar-

ships for the graduating Senior at the High School of $1,000 

each.  Also we gave Relay For Life $250 and Hospitality House 

$200 plus providing stipends for several teachers who have 

served as sponsors for the youth programs.  Total outflow from 

service account was $3320.04.
